Award:

This award recognizes an individual(s) for their contribution to Committee D11 at the subcommittee or committee level in the area of rubber or rubber chemical testing or other activity that advances the activity of D11. 

Award Criteria:

A significant contribution may include but is not limited to:


1.  Creating a new standard or authoring major revisions to a current D11 standard.


2.  Task group work that addressed a difficult problem.


3.  Contribution to rubber testing either by introducing advanced methods or improvements to current methods.  


4.  Contribution to standards maintenance.


5.  Other work deemed worthy of recognition by a member of D11.

Selection Process:

Eligibility
An individual must be actively supporting activities in D11.

Nomination Process

Any member of D11 may nominate a candidate by providing a short description of the individual’s accomplishment to the D11 Awards Committee Chairman.  

Selection Process:

The Awards Committee will review each nomination presented and, if necessary, request further information to support the award. If more than one individual is nominated for the same achievement(s) (i.e. task group or project accomplishments) each individual will be individually recognized.

Award Format:

The award shall be a walnut plaque (~9 x 12) with the individual’s name and appropriate citation detailing the accomplishment.    

The award will be presented to the individual at a subcommittee meeting, D11.90 Executive Subcommittee meeting or at a D11 social event.
