Evaluation Criteria for Graduate or Senior Design 
Application Papers
Upon completion of the project, the student(s) will submit their report/paper to their faculty mentor, and then submit it to ASTM staff after recommended changes have been made to their mentor’s satisfaction.  (Submission from student(s) or faculty mentor must include an evaluation or assessment of the project by the faculty mentor.)
The final student application paper will be circulated to the ASTM International project grant selection team for evaluation and approve/disapprove publication.

The project grant selection team’s criteria for acceptance will be based on the following:

· Overall demonstration of the existence and understanding of industry standards and applicability to engineering.

· The final paper meets the goals spelled out in the original abstract summary
· Overall quality of final student paper 

Upon acceptance by the project grant selection team, the application paper will be posted to the ASTM International Students and Professors website.

An ASTM International grant award certificate will be sent to students.
