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The ten papers and discussions included in this volume represent a sum-
mary of the history, theoretical aspects, basic principles of practical testing,
and practical applications for the ultrasonic testing of materials as presented
to the Society from June, 1948 tiU June, 1950.

Six of the papers and discussions were presented at a session on Ultra-
sonic Testing at the Fifty-second Annual Meeting of the Society, held in
Atlantic City, N. J., June 27-July 1, 1949. This Session under the Chair-
manship of H. C. Amtsberg was sponsored by Committee E-7 on Non-
Destructive Testing. The papers by Louis Gold on "Ultrasonic Wave
Propagation in Materials: A Guide to Theoretical Aspects" and by C. H.
Hastings and S. W. Carter entitled "Inspection, Processing, and Manufac-
turing Control of Metals by Ultrasonic Methods" were, presented at the
Round Table Discussion on Ultrasonic Testing sponsored by Committee
E-7 at the Fifty-first Annual Meeting of the Society, held in Detroit, Mich.,
June 21-25, 1948.

To complete the publication and bring it up to date the papers by J. R.
Leslie on "Pulse Techniques Applied to Dynamic Testing" and A. G. H.
Dietz, et al., entitled "The Measurement of Dynamic Modulus in Adhesive
Joints at Ultrasonic Frequencies"* have been included. These papers were
presented at the Fifty-third Annual Meeting of the Society held in Atlantic
City, N. J., June 26-30, 1950.
